Building, zoning and code enforcement: All you need to know about staying in
compliance with town ordinanceds and
As you may recall, the Town of Windermere Building Department opened its doors for business in June of 2010. All building

permits are therefore processed here in the Town and not by Orange County & as had previously been done. All building in-
spections are conducted by the Town of Windermere in partnership with Universal Engineering.

If you reside within Town limits you must acquire a permit when performing ANY_ work and improvement to your house that
must meet the minimum requirements of the Florida Building Code. This includes, but is not limited to, construction of a new
house, addition, dock, pool, patio, fence or driveway, repair of any interior or exterior building system or component, repla ce-
ment of windows, doors, and roofs, and any major or minor demolitions.

You may visit the Florida Building Code online at

The purpose of requiring permits is not to make more work for you but to
ensure that all work performed on your home meets the requirements of the Florida Building Code whose purpose is to safe-
guard the public health, safety and general welfare of our built

If you are unsure whether your scope of work will require a permit, we encourage you to submit an application to the building
department for review or call us with any questions.

I n addition to meeting Florida Building Code requirements, all d
dinances which govern such aspects as floor area ratio (FAR), setbacks and height, among others.

Section 6.03.02 F. Small camping trailers, boats and other small trailers plus recreational vehicle may be stored/parked in
residential side or rear yards and not in street right  -of-ways, public places or front yards. Corner lot owners require
written permission of the Town Manager for parking on one front yard.

Overgrown yards.

Section 8-8 (b) Duty of property owners generally. It shall be the duty of the owner of each lot, tract or parcel of land within
the Town to reasonably regulate and effectively control excessive growths and accumulations as enumerated in subsec-
tion (a) on the property and on that portion of the adjoining public right -of-way between the property and the street.

No house number displayed.
Section 2-63 Posting of numbers on buildings. All buildings shall have the assigned building number properly displayed,
whether or not mail is delivered to the building.
The building number shall be affixed to the front of the building or to a separate structure in front of the building, such
as a mailbox, post, wall or fence, so that it is visible from the public or private street on which the building fronts.
The number shall be in Arabic numerals, unless otherwise approved by the Town Manager.
The numbering shall be of a weather -resistant material permanently affixed to the front of the building or structure.
The building numbers shall not be less than three (3) inches in height and shall be of a color that will contrast with the
immediate background material.
